we ought not to have done; And there is no health in us. But thou, O Lord, have mercy upon us, 
miserable offenders. Spare thou those, O God, who confess their faults. Restore thou those who are 
penitent; According to thy promises declared unto mankind In Christ Jesus our Lord. And grant, O most 
merciful Father, for his sake; That we may hereafter live a godly, righteous, and sober life, To the glory 
of thy holy Name.

The Second Lesson 
I Corinthians 15:1-11 (p. 204) 
BRETHREN, I declare unto you the gospel which I preached unto you, which also ye have received, and 
wherein ye stand; by which also ye are saved, if ye keep in memory what I preached unto you, unless ye 
have believed in vain. For I delivered unto you first of all that which I also received, how that Christ 
died for our sins according to the scriptures; and that he was buried, and that he rose again the third day 
according to the scriptures: and that he was seen of Cephas, then of the twelve: after that, he was seen of 
above five hundred brethren at once; of whom the greater part remain unto this present, but some are 
fallen asleep. After that, he was seen of James; then of all the apostles. And last of all he was seen of me 
also, as of one born out of due time. For I am the least of the apostles, that am not meet to be called an 
apostle, because I persecuted the church of God. But by the grace of God I am what I am: and his grace 
which was bestowed upon me was not in vain; but I laboured more abundantly than they all: yet not I, 
but the grace of God which was with me. Therefore whether it were I or they, so we preach, and so ye 
believed.

The Gospel 
St. Luke 18:9-14 (p. 205) 
JESUS spake this parable unto certain which trusted in themselves that they were righteous, and 
despised others: Two men went up into the temple to pray; the one a Pharisee, and the other a publican. 
The Pharisee stood and prayed thus with himself, God, I thank thee, that I am not as other men are, 
extortioners, unjust, adulterers, or even as this publican. I fast twice in the week, I give tithes of all that I 
possess. And the publican, standing afar off, would not lift up so much as his eyes unto heaven, but 
smote upon his breast, saying, God be merciful to me a sinner. I tell you, this man went down to his 
house justified rather than the other: for every one that exalteth himself shall be abased; and he that 
humbleth himself shall be exalted.

O GOD, who declarest thy almighty power chiefly in shewing mercy and pity; Mercifully grant unto us 
such a measure of thy grace, that we, running the way of thy commandments, may obtain thy gracious 
promises, and be made partakers of thy heavenly treasure; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 
 
A Collect for Peace 
O God, who art the author of peace and lover of concord, in knowledge of whom standeth our eternal 
life, whose service is perfect freedom; Defend us thy humble servants in all assaults of our enemies; that 
we, surely trusting in thy defence, may not fear the power of any adversaries, [through the might of 
Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.] 
 
A Collect for Grace 
O Lord, our heavenly Father, Almighty and everlasting God, who hast brought us to the beginning of 
this day; Defend us in the same with thy mighty power; and grant that this day we fall into no sin, 
neither run into any kind of danger; but that all our doings, being ordered by thy governance, may be 
righteous in thy sight; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 
 
A Prayer in Time of Great Sickness and Mortality 
O most mighty and merciful God, in this time of grievous sickness, we flee unto thee for succor. Deliver 
us, we beseech thee, from our peril; give strength and skill to all those who minister to the sick; prosper 
the means made use of for their cure; and grant that, perceiving how frail and uncertain our life is, we 
may apply our hearts unto that heavenly wisdom which leadeth to eternal life; through Jesus Christ our 
Lord. Amen. 
 
A Prayer for Healing 
O Almighty God, who art the giver of all health, and the aid of them that turn to thee for succour, We 
entreat thy strength and goodness in behalf of all thy servants who suffer illness, especially thy servants 
Anthony+b [Rasch], Clifford+b [Bulloch], Burton+p [Swan], Luis+p [Ronderos], Chris [Pike], Shannon 
[Shehata], Diane [Schroeder] and all within our parish and Province that they may be healed of their 
infirmities and strengthened in body and spirit, to thine honour and glory; through Jesus Christ our Lord.

And, we beseech thee, give us that due sense of all thy mercies, that our hearts may be unfeignedly 
thankful; and that we show forth thy praise, not only with our lips, but in our lives, by giving up our 
selves to thy service, and by walking before thee in holiness and righteousness all our days; through 
Jesus Christ our Lord, to whom, with thee and the Holy Ghost, be all honour and glory, world without 
end.
